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1.When you connect a USB printer port, win2000/xp will automatically detect the
USB-Parallel Bridge cable and install the contains driver package, you will see "USB
Printing Support" in the Device Manager, it indicate the USB printer is properly connected
and communication with computer via USB port.

2.Printing test, USB port printer and computer connected as described above, in the
corresponding printer "Properties" - "port" options "USB001" port.

3.Perform the printer test page, to check if the printer print properly, normal indicate the
printer is connected and communicate with the computer properly.
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A: Follow these steps to install the USB driver:
1.USB port to use as the virtual LTP: (applies only to the thermal printer USB port)

6.When the windows indicate the necessary software of new equipment USB-Parallel
Bridge has been installed , click Finish.
